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*Then follow the steps (slides 5 -12) to add a 

new menu item  
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*Refresh the Frontend page 

* You will notice that there is no change as you 

need to assign it to a module position  
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*What are Modules? 

* Modules tell Joomla where content can be placed in your 

template.  

* The figure below shows a template module layout 

example. Joomla needs to know how to display the 

information on the screen, and the grid of modules within 

a template gives Joomla the information it needs to lay 

the information in the correct positions.  
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*

*Click on òExtensionsó and scroll down to 
òModule Manageró 
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*Click òNewó to add a module for data already 
created 

* Note: Other menu items may appear in the list if 

you have installed other templates  
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*Click on òMenuó
